
Class Description Standard Criteria

1 Spin, spiral, jump beginner (under level 1) Skaters must not have passed level 1 elements or free Skaters must perform an upright spin, forward spiral and 3 jump

2 Spin, spiral, jump levels 1 and 2 (under level 3) Skaters must not have passed level 3 elements or free Skaters must perform a sit spin, backward spiral and loop jump

3 Spin, spiral, jump level 3 and over No maximum standard
Skaters must perform a change of position spin, step sequence (any direction), 

free choice of jump

4 Free skating beginner (under level 1) Skaters must not have passed level 1 elements or free Programme length 1 minute 30 seconds, +/- 5 seconds

5 Free skating levels 1 and 2 (under level 3) Skaters must not have passed level 3 elements or free Programme length 1 minute 30 seconds, +/- 5 seconds

6 Free skating level 3 and over No maximum standard Any length programme

7 Free skating improvisation any level No minimum or maximum standard Programme length 1 minute 40 seconds

8 Dance level 2 and under compulsory Must not hold level 3 compulsory dance test Skaters must perform 2 dances: dutch waltz and canasta tango

9 Dance level 4 and under compulsory Must not hold level 5 compulsory dance test Skaters must perform 2 dances: golden skaters waltz and fiesta tango

10 Dance level 6 and under compulsory Must not hold level 7 compulsory dance test Skaters must perform 2 dances: 14 step and fox trot

11 Dance level 8 and under compulsory Must not hold level 9 compulsory dance test Skaters must perform 2 dances: blues and paso doble

12 Free dance any level No minimum or maximum standard Maximum programme length 2 minutes, +/- 5 seconds but can be less
