The NISA standard applicable is as at 17th March 2009. There is no maximum level for field moves tests. Skaters may skate up one

level if this is appropriate but not if that higher level class has been cancelled or will become oversubscribed as a result of that action.  

Depending on the number of entrants, classes may be cancelled, combined or split into sub-sections or classes moved to the other day

of competition.
