No intervention by a 3
rd

 party (not on the ice) such as remote control or throwing on of props.

No fireworks (or similar) are allowed.

There will be five judges each marking an individual section.

Judge 1 Technical Merit

Judge 2 Artistic Impression

Judge 3 Musical Interpretation

Judge 4 Choreography

Judge 5 Costume/Props

Each judge will also give a second mark for Entertainment value. In the event of a tie, this mark will be used as the tiebreaker.

No verbal or late entries will be accepted.

A competitor may apply to compete in a higher class than their test level allows only if they are officially scheduled to take the 

relevant test for the next level up after the closing date but on or before the date of competition and if their coach agrees that they 

may skate in that higher class.   The application must be made by the closing date.

The closing date for entries is 6pm Tuesday 2nd February 2010 however in the event of there being too many entries for the time

available, entries will be accepted on a first come first served basis. Entries received after the competition is fully allocated and

before the closing date will go on a waiting list in case a competitor withdraws.
