The NISA standard applicable is as at 19th March 2012. There is no maximum level for field moves tests. A competitor may apply to

compete in a higher class than their test level allows only if they have sent their test papers to NISA to take the higher test level prior to the

closing date and their coach agrees that they may skate in that higher class.  

Depending on the number of entrants, classes may be cancelled, combined or split into sub-sections or classes moved to another day of

competition.
